PROTECT YOUR CHILDREN

 When prospective owners apply for permission to set up a tavern or shebeen, it may not interfere   or threaten the other public buildings in the area.

If permission is asked for the tavern to be on a residential property, for example a house, the property must remain a residential area.

Taverns are not allowed to be closer than 500 meters to a church or a school.

The applicant must be the owner of the property and live on the property.

The tavern must blend in with the environment and be neat and orderly.

Advertising of liquor must be controlled by and satisfy the Council.

The area where the liquor will be sold must be separate from the area where the owners live.

There must be separate access to the proposed tavern or shebeen.

There is not allowed to be any direct access from the tavern to the living quarters of the house.

If a new building for the tavern has to be built, the owner must submit building plans to the municipality before any construction may take place.

The playing of music must comply with the Noise Regulation, Nr R5479 of 20 August 1999.  The playing of music should take place in business hours.  Music should not disturb neighbouring houses.

Smoking of Tobacco must comply with the Regulations to Smoking Tobacco Products in

Public Places, No R975 of September 2000.

The applicant’s municipal service account must be paid.

There must be more than one entrance and exit to the facility in case of a fire.

No off-sales (selling alcohol) should be       allowed without a licence.

If the tavern also sells food the premises must be clean and hygienic.
